Hi Kevin,  I am a clin spec at Johns Hopkins Hospital.  In March of 2005 a group of nurses attended the NETI when it was held in Baltimore.  Since we have made great strides decreasing our use of seclusion and restraint.  On our 4 floors we have had up to an 86 - 72% reduction in the use of seclusion and 41-90% decrease in the use of restraint, both unit dependent and all driven by the bedside RN.   We have implemented a debriefing process which we call witnessing and have been doing this for over a year now.  Currently we are taking another look at this process and would like to talk to some other institutions that use this.  Could you give me any places and contact numbers?  Thanks so much for your time and as you can see the conference itself was invaluable.  Karin
