The bill also states that the refusal of a parent to administer or consent to the administration of a psychotropic medication shall not, in of itself, be grounds for DCF to take custody of the child.

S 2005a creates in the General Fund a Community Mental health Strategic Investment Fund.  These funds will be used in part to expand services to children and adolescents who are not in the care of DCF and are in need of mental health services.

	S 1258 directs the Department of Children and Family Services and the Agency for Health Care Administration (Medicaid agency) to develop service delivery strategies that improve the coordination, integration, and management of the behavioral health system.  The target population includes children and adolescents with SED.  S 1258 also creates the Behavioral Health Services Integration Workgroup to assess barriers to effective integration of services.  The Workshop is required to report to the Governor and Legislature by January 1, 2002 regarding the progress related to this change.  Children’s Behavioral Crisis Unit Demonstration Models are targeted for three counties.

S 1346,as part of a larger bill on accreditation, establishes children’s behavioral crisis unit demonstration models in three counties.  These units integrate children’s mental health crisis stabilization units with juvenile addiction services.  An evaluation of the impact of this project is due to the Legislature by December 31, 2003.  If approved by the Legislature, these units could be expanded statewide beginning on July 1, 2004.  This bill outlines the eligibility requirements and requires an outside independent evaluator.

H 267 requires schools to adopt a zero tolerance policy on victimization of students.  This bill prohibits certain persons from attending certain schools or riding on certain schools buses.

S 1127 makes an emergency appropriation to the child and adolescent mental health division.  Hawaii is facing a shortfall in their accounts funding school-based and residential placement services.  $46, 775, 340 has been allocated in S 1127 for these accounts.

SR 92 is a Senate resolution that requests the Departments of Health and education to raise public awareness of the diagnosis and treatment of ADHD and ADD and study the use and effective of medications and alternative treatment modalities.  This resolution seeks to explore both a wide range of alternatives to medication and consider the reallocation of resources toward alternative services.  The Departments are requested to report their findings during the 2002 session. 

HCR is a House continuing resolution that outlines legislative oversight of the State’s efforts to comply with the 1994 Felix Consent Decree.  The State is required to supply to class members (children and adolescents) mental health services in compliance with federal mandates.

This bill further requires that reports be made within 24 hours.  H 78 would take effect on October 1, 2001.

H 928 makes amendments to the current law to include psychologists in the medical professionals who may treat minors for specified mental illness.  This bill specifies that a psychologist can determine if a minor has the capacity to consent to medical treatment.  H 928 outlines the conditions under which information can be released to parents, guardians or custodians.  It also specifies the right of children 16 years old or older to consent to treatment.

HJR 16 resolves that the University of Maryland, The University of Maryland Medical Center, John Hopkins University, and the Johns Hopkins University Health Center System work in consultation to establish a consortium in the field of autism for the purpose on collecting and analyzing data and performing basic and clinical research into the cause, diagnosis, early detection, prevention, control and treatment of autism.

	Joint Resolution 1, based on changes in Montana’s managed care contract and recent studies and the larger policy goal of system integration, creates a joint subcommittee of the Legislative Finance Committee to create a means to integrate services within the Department of Public Health and Human Services and across all state agencies that serve children (and adults) with mental illness, serious emotional disturbances and/or coexisting disorders in cooperation with local governments and school districts.  The areas to be focused on include: 1) Development of community services, 2) 

Maximizing federal funding and the use of best practices, including more sophisticated case management, 3) Involuntary treatment, 4) Mental illness, the courts and corrections, 5) Veterans services, and 6) Children’s services.

S 82 deletes a portion of existing law that allows state government to establish resource and income standards of eligibility for mental health services that are more liberal than the resource and income standards of eligibility for physical health services.  The bill sets eligibility at 200% of poverty (or a lesser amount at the discretion of the department).  S 82 allows for fees, premiums or co-payments to vary according to family income.  The bill also contains language outlining a new managed care structure in Montana.  S 82 provides for a public mental health system that includes specific outcome and performance measures for service delivery, local advisory councils, understandable levels of appeal, and a system for tracking children in need of mental health treatment in a system tied together by substantial interagency agreements between state agencies responsible for addictive and mental disorders, foster care, children with developmental disabilities, special education and juvenile corrections.  S 82 requires the department to create an advisory council (Mental Health Advisory Council).  This Council would provide input into system development and management.  The Council will be largely made up of consumers and family members.

S 454 requires the department of public health and human services to create an integrated system of care within state government for children with emotional disturbances.  This bill outlines that the collaborative efforts within the various state agencies may include: pooled funding, application for the appropriate federal waivers, multi-agency data collection and analysis, pooled human and fiscal resources and training and technical assistance in local communities.   S 454 also requires that all children in need of services, including those children in out of state placements, be identified and that providers develop care and treatment plans for these children at a cost less than the current funding required for the children.

	HCR 1004 establishes a committee for the purpose of reviewing the inpatient Mental Health Treatment of Children Act and making recommendations to the Legislature on necessary changes by November 1, 2001.  The Committee shall sunset on February 4, 2002.  The bill outlines the composition of the Committee.

H1115 requires the Department of Human Services, Department of Mental Health and Substance Abuse Services (DMH&SAS) and the Health Care Authority to conduct a study regarding how to provide appropriate treatment and services to dually diagnosed (mental disorders as well as developmental delays) children.  The agencies are required to report to the Governor, President of the Senate and the Speaker of the House by December 1, 2001.  H 115 also requires that the DMH&SAS continue to fund integrated and community based pilot programs, contingent on the availability of funds.  These pilot programs use blended funding, comprehensive treatment plans, coordinated databases, and outcome measures, while bringing both state and community based players into the mix.

H 1417 recreates, until July 1, 2004, the Task Force on Behavioral Health.  The Task Force is charged with making recommendations regarding the cooperative and coordinated delivery of behavioral health services by state agencies.  The Task Force is required to submit any legislative proposals by December 1 of each year.  Issues to be reviewed include privatization, cost of existing services, assessment of the quality of existing services, barriers to accessing services and the extent of duplication that exists. 

H 1824 creates the Joint Legislative Task Force on Residential Mental Health.  This ten person legislative committee will investigate current methods of providing care and medically necessary services for residents living in residential care homes whether or not the facility has a contract with the Department of Mental Health and Substance Abuse Services.  This Task Force will report to the Legislature and Governor on or before February 1, 2002.  This bill sunsets on February 1, 2002.

H 1241 creates the Youth Suicide Prevention Act.  This act seeks to improve the methods of identifying children at risk of committing suicide, improve the awareness of existing services and coordinate and develop community resources to prevent suicide.  H 1241 creates an 18 member Youth Suicide Prevention Council.  The council’s roles include technical assistance in communities, building collaboration and promoting awareness.  The Council is required by this bill to report annually to the Governor and Legislature on its activities and to offer policy recommendations.

	H 2682 allows that school staff are not liable for criminal or civil action as the result of the administration of prescription medication, if the staff member administers the medication pursuant to written permission and instructions of the pupil’s parents or guardians.

S 144 requires that the Mental Health and Developmental Disability Services Division develop a long-term plan for providing appropriate and adequate mental health services to children and adults.  S 144 outlines the resources that are to be used and/or consulted with in the development of the plan.  The plan is due by February 1, 2003.

H 3024 requires the local mental health authorities to develop a mental health plan and submit a copy to the Department of Human Services by March 1, 2002.  These plans which will include a wide continuum of services is required to show collaboration with the local public safety coordinating councils.  H 3024 requires that diversion programs and related treatment alternatives by considered for juveniles as part of the overall planning process.

H 2626 allows for the adoption of rule establishing requirements and procedures for licensing persons who may order and evaluate the use of restraint and seclusion in facilities serving children under the age of 21.

	S 1468 requires that between an array of Texas state agencies related to persons requiring services from multiple agencies that a memorandum of understanding be drafted to promote at the local level interagency staffing groups to coordinate services.  S 1468 outlines in significant detail the contents of the memorandum.  This bill requires that input from advocacy and consumer be solicited.  It also mandates a biennial impact report to the agencies, legislature and governor.

S 636 requires that the Youth Commission undertake a cost benefit study to be reported to the legislature by December1, 2001 on the potential use of the Children’s Medication Algorithm Project to treat children with mental illness in their custody.

H 1901 requires the Texas Council on Offenders with Mental Impairments to develop a comprehensive plan for juveniles with mental health and addiction disorders who are in or at risk of becoming involved in the juvenile justice system.  The planning process is required to include family members of juveniles and advocacy organizations.  The study with a plan with recommendations and projected funding are due to the legislature on or before December 1, 2002.  

H 1478 renames an existing Council to the Children’s Policy Council and brings the DMH%MR and the Department of Protective and Regulatory Services into the work group.   The charge of the work group is refocused to study and make recommendations regarding the services and support for families providing care for children with disabilities.  The work group will also focus on children in institutions or who are at risk of placement, Medicaid and barriers to enforcement of regulations regarding institutions.  The work group is required to report to the legislature and commissioner of health and human services no later than September 1st of each even numbered years.

	S 1190 designates the Department of Health as the lead agency for coordinating activities related to youth suicide.  The Department of Health is charged with coordinating activities of other state agencies pertaining to youth suicide prevention in order to develop a comprehensive youth suicide plan to be targeted to the specific needs of children and adolescents.   The plan will focus on health promotion, crisis intervention, early intervention and support to survivors.  S 1190 would require an annual report by December 1.  

H 1653 claries the roles and responsibilities of the Inspector General for Mental Health, Mental Retardation and Substance Abuse Services.  It requires unannounced annual inspections of state facilities.  H 1653 also details the reporting requirements to the Governor, General Assembly and the general public.

SJR 440 resolves that the Joint Commission on Behavioral Health Care, in conjunction with the Virginia State Crime Commission and the Virginia Commission on Youth study treatment options for offenders who have mental illness or substance abuse disorders.  Participation in the Commission’s activities will be open, as requested, to state and local agencies and advocacy groups. This Committee will report its findings and recommendations to the Governor and General Assembly in the 2002 session.  

House Joint Resolution 523 continues the study by the Departments of Education, MH, MR and SAS concerning autism and PDD.  This resolution specifies that technical assistance will continue to be provided to the state agencies by the school divisions of Virginia and the Autism Program of Virginia.  HJR 523 further requires that the findings from this effort be submitted to the Governor and the General Assembly in th3 2002 session.

S 1159, among other things, amends existing law to state that all service providers licensed by the state are subject to review or inspection by the Department.  This bill further outlines that state government will make at least one annual unannounced inspection of each service offered by each licensed provider.  S 1159 requires that the Commissioner will promptly investigate all complaints.

House Resolution 660 establishes a study on the effects of ADHD and ADD on student performance and investigates the improper prescription and illegal use of Ritalin and OxyContin.  The joint committee charged with the study will complete its study by November 30, 2001.
